Interviewer: Good morning and welcome to ‘History Today’, the programme which talks to
famous people from the past. Today we're going back to the 14th Century and a person who
was very important for the oldest alliance in the world.

Thank you for joining us today! We'd like to ask you a few questions about your role in history.
Is that ok?

Queen Philippa: Yes, of course.

Queen Philippa: My name is Philippa of Lancaster, Queen of Portugal.

We only met
two weeks later; this was common at the time.

Queen Philippa: Our marriage was important because it made the alliance between Portugal
and England stronger, especially defending us against Spain and France.

Interviewer: Ah, very strategic! So, on a personal level,

Queen Philippa: At the beginning maybe not, because John didn’'t want to marry me - he
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thought | was too old! But with time we got on well and he was so sad when | died that he
couldn’t eat or drink.

Interviewer: Oh, how sad! 6.

Queen Philippa: Yes. | had nine children in total, and | was known the mother of the ‘lllustrious
Generation’!

Interviewer: Really? 7.

Queen Philippa: Hmm, probably Edward (Duarte) the Philosopher who was king after his father
and Henry the Navigator, who was very important in leading the discoveries.

Interviewer: Impressive. 8.

Queen Philippa: As well as my marriage helping to cement the alliance, | influenced politics in
Portugal and in England quite a lot. For example, | convinced the Portuguese court to invade
Ceuta and benefit from the spice trade with Africa there.

Interviewer: Very interesting. And finally, 9.
Queen Philippa: Unfortunately, | died of the Plague when | was 55.

Interviewer: How terrible, poor you! Well, that’s all we have time for. Thank you very much for
joining us, Your Majesty. Good bye!
